The Laabs family volunteers ar-

rived in time to help hack out a mas-

sive 5,000 lb. larch root-wad from the 

middle of the trail that took most of a 

day to accomplish. Dirt and rocks had 

to be knocked off the root system, and 

the volunteers had to dig underneath 

to loosen it before employing two 

heavy duty come-alongs to slowly pull 

the root from the trail, according to 

Luke Lamar. 

Kari and Luke help coordinate the 

Laabs project each year. They convene 

at the Glacier Lake Trail every June in 

memory of Mike Laabs who died in a 

fall from McDonald Peak a decade 

ago. A sign at the trailhead tells the 

story of these dedicated volunteers.

The Swan Valley is rich in surface 

water. About 4,000 seasonal and year-

round wetlands, pot holes, ponds and 

lakes harbor vital habitat for native 

plants and wildlife. But little is under-

stood about how, when and which 

waterfowl use them. Very little re-

search on waterfowl has been done in 

glaciated forest valleys.

Watershed Restoration Plan  

Over 40 Swan Valley residents 

stepped up a ladder, or reached up 

high with a staple gun, this spring and 

early summer to protect their pines 

from the mountain pine beetle, while 

63 people guarded their Douglas-fir 

and spruce against the Douglas-fir 

beetle. 

A total of 1,740 pine beetle phero-

mone packets were attached to pon-

derosa and lodgepole pine, and 4,620 

packets were tacked to the trunks of 

Douglas-fir. The pheromone simula-

tors signal to the beetles that the trees 

are already inhabited, so they should 

buzz off and find another area.  

This is the first year Swan Ecosys-

tem Center has provided the moun-

tain pine beetle pheromone Verbe-

none. SEC was able to pass the packets 

on to residents at a significant cost 

reduction with a bulk purchase.  

SEC has been offering the Douglas

Insect trickery  

Tree beetles get mixed messages, move on 

While attacks by these beetles oc-

cur naturally as trees mature, the 

pheromones can be useful in slowing 

the loss while young trees get started. 

In lodgepole pine, beetle attacks 

are identified by the cream-colored 

pitch tubes that speckle the trunk. At 

this point it is usually too late to save 

the tree. If enough beetles attack, the 

tree is girdled and killed by the bur-

rowing beetles. Brown needles appear 

at the top as the tree dies. 

Douglas-fir beetles attack high up 

the boll where the evidence is harder 

to spot. Pitch may be noticed oozing 

from several locations. Or the first sign 

may be the brown needles after the 

trees are girdled and dying.

VISTA Volunteer Ali Vissichelli is 

wrapping up the first phase of a com-

prehensive Swan Basin Restoration 

Plan that encompasses the Swan River 

Watershed from the Swan-Clearwater 

Divide to the outlet of Swan Lake, be-

tween the Mission Mountains Wilder-

ness and the Swan Range. 

The Plan addresses terrestrial and 

aquatic systems and involves the fed-

eral and state agencies and nonprofits 

that have a role in the watershed. Pri-

vate landowners are encouraged to 

participate in development of the non -

regulatory plan and voluntarily follow 

its guidelines. 

The 2010-11 acquisition of about 

66,000 acres of former Plum Creek 

land by the Forest Service and Mon-

tana DRNC was one impetus for initi-

ating the plan.
